The Operators Site Condition Report confirms the following: 

· Geology: Bedrock - Mercia Mudstone Group Superficial – Tidal Flat Deposits and Glaciofluvial Deposits

· Hydrogeology: not within a groundwater protection zone. Newport docks are to north and west. The River Usk is over 185m to the south of

the site. Other than drainage associated with the docks there are no surface waters across the site.

· No known pollution incidents

· The site is made up ground which as an impermeable surfacing with drains into a holding pit then discharges into the River Usk. 

· The ground originally farmland then the ‘South Dock’ was built in 1893. The area has been used for and also for railway sidings. There are no buildings on the site.

· No evidence of contamination or damage to pollution measures

In addition to the above its worth noting that the operator has confirmed in their EMS that: 

· The site currently drains into a holding pit with the waters then discharging to the River Usk however for the duration of this waste operation the outlets of the holding pit will be sealed off to ensure there is no water emission point for the discharge of site waters. Water in the holding pit will be pumped into one of two water storage tanks to retain the site waters and allow their reuse on site in dust suppression.

This permit does not allow any point source emission into surface waters or groundwater. All run-off from site surfaces are directed on to the on-site holding pits where they are then pumped into one of the two water storage tanks on site ready for reuse on site for dust suppression. Fire water containment is also outlined within the sites FPMP (2190/FPMP – V1.4)

The site surface is 100% impermeable. 
Fugitive Dust Emissions 

The site also has a Dust and Emissions Management Plan (2190/DEMP – V1.3) which outlines suitable controls on emissions of fugitive dusts. This will prevent large quantities of dusts being deposited to land within or outside of the permit boundary.
