HRA is not required because there is no conceivable impact pathway to any Natura 2000/Ramsar site. 

Although there is potential for impact of the proposed activities, due to the condtions of the SR2010 No.4 under which this waste is being deployed i.e non-spreading buffer zones of 10m around any watercourse and 50m surrounding any well, spring or borehole used for the supply of water consumption including from a private water supply or supplies, the potential impact pathway is reduced.
The following measures the applicant intends to put in place will further minimise risks. These are : 

Ensuring that appropriate application rates are adhered to in accordance with the Agricultural Benefit Statement provided and nutrient calculations based on RB209 ;

Non spreading areas to be observed as  listed in site-specific risk assessment –20m no spread areas on  the border of fields closest to the SAC;
 
Spread only when weather conditions are suitable i.e not during periods of heavy rainfall, icy conditions etc. ;
Spreading done by sub surface injection system for grassland, thereby minimising risk of odour and optimising nutrient availability to the medium soil type of the fields ;
On arable fields waste will be applied and incorporated into the soil with cultivations or surface applied with a dribble bar into the standing crop ;
Wastes will be applied in accordance with CoGAP and EMS ;
Operations will not cause any additional effects on surrounding roads due to the existing agricultural nature of the area and current normal agricultural practice occurring in the surroundings ;
Ensure that the correct spreading equipment is used with professional drivers , who are to be made aware of any site specific guidelines ;
Wastes have a low potential to produce airborne dust and particulate matter, good practice operating systems to be followed further minimises airborne risks.
