	A land remediation deployment for material processing, ex-situ bio-treatment of soils and solidification/stabilisation. Perched water and surface water will also be managed and treated before being discharged. The site is at Phase 4a and Phase 5 of Glan Llyn Development in Newport (postcode yet to be agreed). The work will be completed within the next 12 months.

All treatment and waste storage are to take place on impermeable surfaces with sealed drainage. All water emissions will be treated before discharge. See drawing D4583_08 in Appendix A of the Remediation Working Plan for the typical arrangement. Spill kits are also available.
Oils / diesels and COSHH chemicals to be stored with 110% spill capacity storage. Staff to be trained. Spill kits to be available. Inspections to be made and corrective action taken when necessary.
