	Description of proposal: 
	Application to spread dairy wastes , EWC code 02 05 02 originating from Dairy Partners, Volac and First Milk and spent wash from spirits distillation from Penderyn Distillery, 20 07 02 up to a maximum of 6213 tonnes over the fields at Hafod farm referenced above.

· Spreading of grass silage fields will be split into multiple applications and the total of all applications will not exceed the max application rate for the fields as listed in table 1 of the ABS
· Fields 5505, 4885, Tawyn 5928, Tawyn 3370 & Dun 2 will be spread in spring 2022 immediately prior to cultivations and planting of the spring wheat and forage maize crops with the waste will be incorporated into the soil, or into the growing crops in spring / early summer 2022.
· Fields Heolgwyddil 1 & 2 will be spread in spring / early summer 2022 into the growing winter wheat crops.
· Spreading of the waste will be carried out in accordance with the Code of Good Agricultural Practice and in accordance with the requirements of the deployment and Environmental Permitting Regulations. 
· The waste will be spread onto the fields with a trailing hose applicator (dribble bar), or with shallow injection equipment assuming ground conditions are suitable at the time of waste receipt. Should the ground or weather conditions mean it’s unsuitable for spreading then contingency storage in nurse tanks or storage in an above ground storage tank may also be required. These potential locations are detailed on the attached field maps and within the LPD1 form. 
· The maximum application rate for each field may be split into multiple applications and will not exceed 50t/ha in any one application to a field.
·  Waste will not be stored or spread in combination (i.e. one waste stream per field)

The following SSSI features and mechanisms of impact have been considered to assess the likelihood of damage: 


Carreg Wylan SSSI:

This site is of special interest for its geological, geomorphological and biological features. The cliffs and foreshore vary considerably in structure, exposure and sediment type, supporting a wide range of marine and coastal wildlife. Bottlenose dolphin Tursiops truncatus and Atlantic grey seal Halichoerus grypus are of special interest and are known to feed and breed along the shoreline. Secluded beaches and sea caves provide pupping sites for grey seals. 
The shoreline, made up of reefs, rock pools, boulders, exposed cobble, shingle and sand, supports a range of important intertidal communities including fine examples of honeycomb worm Sabellaria alveolata reefs. The nationally rare crustacean Pectenogammarus planicrurus, typical of clean shingle shores occurs here. The sea cliffs provide roosts and nest sites for nationally important populations of chough Pyrrhocorax pyrrhocorax kittiwake Rissa tridactyla and lesser black-backed gull Larus fuscus. Habitats of special interest associated with the cliffs and coastal slopes include cliff crevice and ledge vegetation, maritime grassland and coastal heathland supporting a large number of nationally scarce and regionally rare plant species including rock sea lavender Limonium britannicum ssp. transcanalis, common gromwell Lithospermum officinale and smooth cat’s ear Hypochaeris glabra. The scarce pearl-bordered fritillary butterfly Bolaria euphrosyne and the regionally rare small blue butterfly Cupido minimus, are part of an important invertebrate community present. 
Parts of the site are within the Ceredigion Heritage Coast or the Pembrokeshire Coast National Park. 

Caeau Crug Bychan, Tŷ Gwyn a Llwyn Ysgaw SSSI :

Caeau Crug Bychan, Ty Gwyn a Llwyn Ysgaw is of special interest for the species-rich wild plant community of these arable fields and for populations of nationally scarce and regionally rare plants.
Caeau Crug Bychan, Ty Gwyn a Llwyn Ysgaw support a species-rich wild plant community. Fumitory Fumaria species, subspecies and variants are prominent alongside a range of other uncommon taxa, many of which are anciently-naturalised and occur here at the edge of their range. More than 60 species of wild plants of arable fields have been recorded from this site. 
There are good populations of the nationally scarce small-flowered catchfly Silene gallica and of the regionally rare species, sharp-leaved fluellen Kickxia elatine, weasel’s snout Misopates orontium, annual knawel Scleranthus annuus, dwarf spurge Euphorbia exigua, small-flowered buttercup Ranunculus parviflorus and cornfield knotgrass Polygonum rurivagum. 
The arable fields and associated banks provide important feeding areas for birds including chough Pyrrhocorax pyrrhocorax, linnet Carduelis cannabina, skylark Alauda arvensis and yellowhammer Emberiza citrinella. The quail Coturnix coturnix, which is a rare summer visitor to Ceredigion, has also been recorded at the site.

Afon Teifi SSSI

Afon Teifi is of special interest for a range of river types and associated riverside habitats; flowering plants; bryophytes; otter; Cetti’s warbler; bottlenose dolphin; brown hairstreak; fish; dragonflies and a variety of other invertebrates as well as both breeding and wintering bird communities and for geomorphological features at Cenarth and Cors Caron. Ten tributaries; the Cych, Clettwr, Grannell, Ceri, Dulas, Piliau, Groes, Tyweli, Cerdin and Brefi, are also included in the site. 
The otter Lutra lutra is widespread along Afon Teifi and its tributaries where appropriate bankside cover exists. Water vole Arvicola terrestris has been recorded. The river corridor, including bankside tree cover, bridges and other structures, provides valuable feeding habitat, and some roosting habitat, for up to eleven bat species, including Daubenton’s bat Myotis daubentonii, greater horseshoe bat Rhinolophus ferrumequinum and lesser horseshoe bat Rhinolophus hipposideros. 
Afon Teifi and its tributaries support non-migratory fish species including native brown trout Salmo trutta fario, pike Esox lucius and important populations of brook lamprey Lampetra planeri and bullhead Cottus gobio. Migratory fish which spawn within the river system include river lamprey L. fluviatilis, sea lamprey Petromyzon marinus , Atlantic salmon S. salar, sea trout S. trutta trutta and the eel Anguilla anguilla. Grayling Thymallus thymallus and the rare allis shad Alosa alosa have also been reported.
Afon Teifi supports a range of breeding birds including dipper Cinclus cinclus, kingfisher Alcedo atthis, sand martin Riparia riparia and sedge warbler Acrocephalus schoenobaenus. Associated wetlands provide feeding habitats for waders such as lapwing Vanellus vanellus, snipe Gallinago gallinago, curlew Numenius arquata and redshank Tringa totanus
Bottlenose dolphin Tursiops truncatus and harbour porpoise Phocoena phocoena have been recorded in the estuary. 

Potential mechanisms for impact/pathways are deterioration of site through contamination, nutrient enrichment, habitat loss, smothering occurring as a result of spreading activity, airbourne compounds, flooding, nutrient run off or leaching. 
 

	Decision

	The proposed permission is not likely to damage any of the flora, fauna or geological or physiological features which are of special interest. 
The following aspects of the application mean there is no direct pathway for the features of the SSSI’s to be affected :
·  Whilst within 500m of the sites and therefore warranting consideration, most fields are some distance away, reducing risk of impact significantly and a 20m non-spreading buffer is in place on field Tawyn 0834  and Daries 2056 where they border the SSSI’s
· 10m no spread areas enforced to watercourses
· Sub surface injection, soil incorporation, or placed into standing crop with a trailing hose applicator (dribble bar) minimise risk of surface runoff/leaching 
· The fields are level or gently sloping and the wastes will be applied following the Code of Good Agricultural Practice. The maximum application rate for each field may be split into multiple applications and will not exceed 50t/ha in any one application to a field.
· Weather conditions will be monitored prior to spreading with wind speed and direction assessed
· Apply according to RB209 recommendations and COGAP, type of waste and volume applied all well within acceptable nutrient addition limits and less than offtake
