Geoscience 20/09/21:
· majority of previous concerns relating to this application have been addressed however I’ve been unable to access the baseline soil and surface water results for emissions monitoring. 
· It also remains unclear where the surface water monitoring locations are in relation to the remediation works taking place. They are included within the site plan provided. 

Appendix H obtained and forwarded to Geoscience 11/10/21

Geoscience comments dated 21/10/21 following submission of baseline data (received via email):

The remediation working plan states a background study will be undertaken to define the baseline to which results obtained during the works would be compared. We have reviewed the data provided and confirm sufficient baseline has been collected. Could the application please clarify what will be used as the baseline for which results during works can be compared to. For example with the average or maximum values for determinants be used from this data set for comparison? This isn’t set out within the remediation working plan as far as I can see. I have also noticed that that in the monitoring plan table of Appendix D, the surface water is said to be tested in line with the discharge consent determinants rather than the baseline. Could you please clarify what will be used to demonstrate ‘no deterioration’. 

The remediation working plan sets out that in order to demonstrate that there is no worsening of reen/ditch water quality during the remediation works, surface water monitoring (at positions WS01, WS02, WS03, WS04) will be undertaken and up to 4no monthly samples will be taken and analysed for an appropriate suite of contaminants (suite tbc depending on the results of the baseline analysis). Similarly to the above query, can this suite now be provided following completion of the baseline analysis?
In addition, can the application clarify how sampling locations WS01-WS04 are appropriate to demonstrate ‘no deterioration’ taking into consideration that it looks as though positions WS01-WS04 appear to be located up stream of the water treatment site & discharge.

	Request for information sent 21/10/2021. Deadline of 08/11/2021
1. References is made within the Remediation Working Plan to "phase 4a and 5", however this terminology isn’t used anywhere on any site plans. Is phase 4a the same as phase 1, and phase 5 the same as phase 2? Please confirm the terminology used. 
Please amend the site plans to include the following:
1. you are required to show the deployments operating boundary. The site boundary shown in red on plan D4583_02 does not include to the west the stockpile area, treatment/quarantine area, or the WTP or to the east the office & compound. All of this should be included within the operating boundary. 
1. you are required to show the location/siting of principal plant and equipment. As above the locations of the treatment/quarantine area, the WTP is outside of the site boundary. It is also not clear from any site plans where any other plant or equipment (if any is present) is stored.
1. you are required to show the process, treatment, storage, and quarantine areas. As above these are outside of the site boundary.
1. you are required to show the location of boundary monitoring points and pollution control units. Boundary monitoring points have been provided but it is not clear where the pollution control units (if any present) are located.
1. the discharge point under permit EPR/BS3905IP/V004 needs to be shown on a site plan as well as the drainage route from the Celtic deployment PAN-011383 to the discharge point at the Severn Estuary.
1. Remediation Working Plan section 2.1.2 Ex-Situ Treatment of Encountered Groundwater states:
“In order to facilitate excavation works in grossly impacted areas, LNAPL impacted water is to be removed from the dig area and subject to ex-situ treatment prior to consented discharge (permit ref: BS3905 operated by Corus Strip Products, dated 18 March 2004). 
The water treatment plant is to be located upon a bunded and impermeably lined pad. Any build-up of rain or spillage water will be held upon the pad and passed through the treatment plant for consented discharge (permit ref: BS3905 operated by Corus Strip Products, dated 18 March 2004).”
The site plans shows “Water Being Pumped to Treatment Plant” which flows to “Celtic Treatment Area”. 
To ensure we are clear, please confirm or correct the following process:
· ground and surface water are first treated at the WTP proposed under this deployment application
· ground and surface water are further treated under the Celtic deployment PAN-011383
· additional treatment occurs under the permit EPR/BS3905IP/V004 before being discharged to the Severn Estuary.
1. the deployment application consistently refers to “Perched water and surface water will require management and be treated prior to consented discharge (permit ref: BS3905 operated by Corus Strip Products, dated 18 March 2004).”
Please note this is not a discharge consent, but a surface water emission point from the permit EPR/BS3905IP/V004 held by TATA STEEL UK LIMITED. It is Emission Point W1 (an emission point into the Severn Estuary) with limits as follows:
We acknowledge that Appendix B contains details of the use of the emission point, but the deployment application itself does not contain information on how the discharge will be managed to ensure compliance with the limits set within the permit as referenced above, or Celtic deployment.
1. [bookmark: _Hlk85547340]The water treatment plant operated by Celtic. This deployment (PAN-011383) is only valid until January 2020. What are your intentions for further treatment once this deployment is no longer in place? 
1. Remediation Working Plan section 2.6.1 Soils / Solids you have noted that “Upon excavation any materials deemed unsuitable for treatment or re-use will be quarantined for further testing and will be clearly labelled. A quarantine area sufficient for at least 500m3, to the same design as and forming part of the treatment pad is shown in Drawings D4583_06A and D1910_13B.
Quarantined materials that have been tested and subsequently considered unsuitable for treatment are to be removed from site.”
What is the process for when the quarantine area is full or close to being full? 
The information provided is only for solid (soil) wastes. What are the quarantine procedures for liquid or asbestos wastes?
1. Monitoring has been proposed for Surface water, Soil gases, Air emissions, Noise, Odour, Volatile Organic Compounds. No groundwater or vibration monitoring has been proposed. Please explain the reasoning for this.
1. Table 2.1 gives the Environmental Monitoring Locations and Table 2.2 lists the monitoring targets. Table 2.1 does not include noise and neither table includes soil gasses or air emissions (although VOCs and asbestos fibres are). Please ensure the missing parameters are included in the monitoring locations and targeted where relevant. Where they are not included please explain the reasoning for this. 
1. The remediation working plan states a background study will be undertaken to define the baseline to which results obtained during the works would be compared. We have reviewed the data provided and confirm sufficient baseline has been collected. Please clarify what will be used as the baseline for which results during works can be compared to. For example, will the average or maximum values for determinants be used from this data set for comparison? This isn’t set out within the remediation working plan.
1. In the monitoring plan table of Appendix D, the surface water is said to be tested in line with the discharge consent determinants rather than the baseline. Could you please clarify what will be used to demonstrate ‘no deterioration’?
1.
