	Description of proposal: 
	The application is for a Tier 3 Bespoke Application for an physical treatment of non-hazardous waste facility. The site is located at Gavin Griffiths Limited, New Lodge Farm, Pontardulais Road, Cwmgwili, Llanelli, SA14 6PW.  

The site will process up to 150,000 tonnes per year. Treatment operations are limited to sorting, screening, separation, blending and crushing of waste to produce soil, soil substitutes and aggregates. Treatment may be by either manual and/or mechanical methods.

The proposed permission is not likely to damage the SSSI features via contamination surface waters as there are no point source emissions associated with this permission site. 

Although the site surface is not impermeable the site is also only permitted to take a specific list of waste codes in line with SR2010 No12 (inert and non-hazardous) and watercourses are greater than 10 metres away from the site boundary and the site is not located on an SPZ. 

The proposed permission is not likely to damage the SSSI features via deposit of airborne particulate matter due to the standard control measures and visual monitoring identified within the ‘How to comply with your environmental permit’ guidance and the operators Environmental Risk Assessment and Dust Management Plan:

· Reduced speed limits on site. 
· Vehicles will be part of the planned preventative maintenance programme.
· Visual monitoring will throughout the day to identify unacceptable dusty levels.
· Periodic clean downs to remove dust build up.
· Minimised drop heights
· Waste will arrive in sheeted or enclosed vehicles.
· The site is surrounded by an earth bund or trees which will help reduce any airborne dust leaving the site.
