STATEMENT OF SITE CONDITION 
 
Application Stage 
Based on the environmental setting and historical land use information gathered at this stage 
there appears to be potential for historical anthropogenic contamination at the site prior to 
the existing operation. This may be associated with areas of potentially infilled land placed to 
construct the airport in the early part of the twentieth century.  
 
The site currently comprises impermeable concrete surface that drains to a sealsed tank.  As 
a result, the ground beneath the slab is completely separated from the waste activities. The 
pollution control systems are aimed at ensuring that the groundwater, in the underlying 
Principal Aquifer, is protected.  
 
Permit Surrender  
This Site Condition Report and Statement should be updated during operation and utilised at 
Permit surrender.  
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1 INTRODUCTION 

1.1 Scope of Report 
 
Pembrokeshire Metal Recycling (PMR) seeks to secure a bespoke Permit from NRW to operate a 
scrap metal and ELV Authorised Treatment Facility (ATF) at Carew Airfield, Tenby (see Figure 
1). A bespoke Permit is required as the site is located above a groundwater source protection 
zone. 
 
As part of the Permit application, NRW has requested PMR to prepare a Site Condition Report 
(SCR).  Geotechnology Ltd. has been requested by PMR to assist with the application and to 
prepare the SCR.  Details of the application are summarised in Table 1-1.

At this stage, the objective of the SCR is to document the site history and establish the potential 
for legacy contamination at the site.  This stage is aimed at documenting the site history, 
identifying potential contaminative uses and providing a framework and justification for 
potential future intrusive site investigation and sampling.  This SCR will need to be routinely 
reviewed and updated so that a full SCR is available at the time of Permit surrender. 
Information including incidents and records of compliance with the Environmental permit will 
need to be gathered during the operation to achieve Permit surrender and ensure the SCR 
remains current. 
 

1.2 Report Limitations  
 
This report relies upon information supplied by third parties.  Geotechnology has had no input 
to the development of this information and therefore cannot confirm its accuracy. The ground 
conditions beneath the site have also not been intrusively investigated. 
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2 DESK STUDY AT APPLICATION STAGE  

2.1 Information Sources  
 
To assist with the collation of baseline information relating to the site, Geotechnology has 
purchased an electronic Envirocheck report from the Landmark Information Group

Each appendix contains a datasheet summarising information which is also presented on a 
series of plans included in each appendix.  On each plan the centre of the site is indicated by an 
‘X’ with buffers centred on this position.  Distances and directions to points of interest and 
features are based on their relative position to the centre of the site. 
 
2.2 Site Setting 
 
As shown on Figure 1, the proposed operation is located just southeast of Sageston and Carew 
in rural Pembrokeshire at Grid Reference 205870, 202630. The site is located on the former 
Carew Airfield and is largely surrounded by open countryside, as shown on the aerial image in 
Figure 2, Plate 2-1 and maps in Appendix 2.  
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Plate 2-1 View south towards operation from Carew airfield entrance 

 
 

2.3 Current Site Use 
 
The site is currently used as a scrap metal recycling facility and has been in continual operation 
for the past 4 years or so under a T9 exemption(NRW/WME037021).  
 
Surrounding land is either agricultural, used for storage or as a go-karting track. 
 
Four hundred metres to the southwest is a scrap metal and vehicle dismantlers and a ready mix 
concrete facility. These are also understood to lie above the Principal aquifer. 
 

2.4 Previous Land Use  
 
As part of the Envirocheck package of information, historical maps dating from 1865 to the 
present day have been purchased.  
 
Examination of these Ordnance Survey Plans reveals that in 1865 the site lay in a rural setting 
comprising fields, approximately 600m south of the village of Sageston and remained largely 
until the 1940s. Initially used as a grassed airfield, on the 1953 mapping the site is now located 
on an Airfield with concrete runways. By 1968 the airfield is labelled as “disused” and since then 
has become used for a range of uses.  
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On the 1988 edition plan, an area of the disused airfield, just north of the site, is shown to be 
occupied by a caravan park. 
 
The most recent 2021 1:10,000 plan and a 2003 aerial photograph still show the caravan park 
as well as a Karting track which is situated just west of the site. 
 

2.5 Environmental Setting 
 
To assist with understanding the environmental setting of the site Geotechnology has 
undertaken a review of publically available information alongside the information included in the 
Envirocheck Report.  A summary is presented below with further information provided in the 
appended Envirocheck Report. 
 

2.6 Superficial Deposits and Geology 
 
The site is underlain by solid geology comprising the Pembrokeshire Limestone Group, 
Carboniferous in Age.   
 
No superficials are recorded to overly the bedrock.  
 
2.6.1 Mining and Quarrying 
 
The Envirocheck Report states that the site does not lie within an area which may be affected 
by coal mining activity.  However, there is a British Geological Survey Recorded mineral site at 
Sageston Quarry, some 163m southwest of the site.  Here, Pembrokeshire Limestone has been 
historically mined by quarrying methods. 
 
2.6.2 Hydrology 
 
The site lies within the catchment of the River Carew which flows southeast to northwest some 
2km northwest of the site. 
 
The nearest surface water feature is located some 492m east of the site and the site is 
considered not to be susceptible to flooding from Rivers or Sea without defences. 
 
2.6.3 Hydrogeology 
 
The Agency has defined Source Protection Zones (SPZs) for 2000 groundwater sources such as 
wells, boreholes and springs used for public drinking water supply.  These zones show the risk 
of contamination from any activities that might cause pollution in the area.  The closer the 
activity, the greater the risk.  The maps on the Agency website include three main zones (inner, 
outer and total catchment).  The Agency use the zones in conjunction with their Groundwater 
Protection Policy to set up pollution prevention measures in areas which are at a higher risk, 
and to monitor the activities of potential polluters nearby.  The zones established are as 
follows: 
 
 Zone 1 (Inner protection zone) - Any pollution that can travel to the borehole within 50 days 

from any point within the zone is classified as being inside zone 1.  
 Zone 2 (Outer protection zone) - The outer zone covers pollution that takes up to 400 days 

to travel to the borehole, or 25% of the total catchment area – whichever area is the 
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biggest. This travel time is the minimum amount of time that the Agency think pollutants 
need to be diluted, reduced in strength or delayed by the time they reach the borehole. 

 Zone 3 (Total catchment) - this is the total catchment needed to support removal of water 
from the borehole, and to support any discharge from the borehole. 

 
According to the Envirocheck report, the site is located in Zone 1, the Inner Protection Zone.  
This I because the site is located on Limestone bedrock beneath the site is categorised as a 
Principal  Aquifer. Principal aquifers offer significant groundwater resources and need to be 
managed through abstraction licensing within a Catchment Abstraction Management Strategy 
(CAMS).  
 
The groundwater vulnerability map provided in the Envirocheck report defines the Principal 
Bedrock Aquifer beneath the site to be of High Vulnerability.  
 
2.6.4 Private Water Supplies 
 
According to the Envirocheck report there are no private water abstractions in close proximity to 
the site. 
 
2.6.5 Protected Sites and Landscapes 
 
According to the Envirocheck report there are no Protected Sites or Landscapes within 1km of 
the site. Beyond this buffer, there is ancient woodland some 1.3-1.4km to the north and south 
and also Special Areas of Conservations (SACs) ~1.1km to the northwest. This latter feature is 
at Carew with the closest feature being the Atlantic Salt Marshes. Other designated sites at 
Carew include Pembrokeshire Marine SAC, Pembrokeshire Bat SAC, Carew Castle SSSI and 
Milford Haven Waterway SSSI.  
 
2.6.6 Proximity to Historical or Active Landfills 
 
According to the Envirocheck Report there are eight Licensed Waste Management Facilities 
(Locations) between 500m and 1km from the site and one BGS recorded Landfill some 735m 
northeast of the site. In addition, the Envirocheck report states that Pembrokeshire County 
Council has supplied landfill data for Local Authority Landfill coverage, on-site. 
2.6.7 Ground Stability Hazards 
 
The Envirocheck Report highlights the site to have the potential for Collapsible Ground, Ground 
Dissolution Instability and Landslide Ground Instability.  
 
2.6.8 Radon Affected Areas 
 
The Envirocheck Report states that the site is in a high probability radon area and that full 
radon protective measures are necessary in the construction of new dwellings or extension. 
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3 INTRUSIVE INVESTIGATION AT APPLICATION STAGE 
An intrusive investigation of ground conditions beneath the site has not yet been undertaken. 
The site is currently laid to concrete and this has been in place for over 5 years.  
 
Beneath the concrete the ground is likely to have been infilled to provide a stable construction 
platform. The quality of this infill is unknown.  
 
During the operation of the T9 there have been no pollution incidents or fires. 
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4 CHANGES TO THE ACTIVITIES

PMR will review and update this Site Condition Report to ensure all measures taken during the 
operational life of the site to protect environmental impact are documented. 
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6 POLLUTION INCIDENTS 

6.1 Off-site 
 
According to the Envirocheck report reviewed during the permit application, there have been 5 
Pollution Incidents to controlled waters within 1Km of the site and 1 Substantiated Pollution 
incident some 408m northwest of the site.  There has also been 1 Prosecution related to 
Authorised Processes, 784m northwest of the site.

PMR will review and update this Site Condition Report to ensure that any pollution incidents 
measures are recorded and documented.
