Variation is to add EWC 20 01 99 (Sharps: hypodermic needles/blades) to permit, for storage and bulking up only (no treatment). 

Source of waste type (from application form):
1. The operator has a contact with a selection of local authorities to collect and/or to receive waste which has been fly tipped. Occasionally such waste may contain sharps (i.e. needles). These may be collected by local authority staff or by Enviroclear Site Services Ltd personnel and placed inside designated sharp containers and then delivered to the Hafod Yard. 
2. ECSS collect sharp boxes from some of the factories they serve. These contain sharps (i.e. blades) which have used by staff to open tubes of mastic etc they blades are then placed inside a sharps box as part of the Health & Safety procedure rather than being disposed of in the general waste stream.

 Upon review of the supporting documents
· Sharps Supporting Document
· Environmental Risk Assessment
It has been determined that the addition of the wastes does not alter the nature of the facility’s operation; or increase the environmental risk posed. Relevant parts of the supporting documents should be incorporated into the permit.

Chapter 20, sub-chapter 01 is the correct code for this waste, and not chapter 18 WASTES FROM HUMAN OR ANIMAL HEALTH CARE AND/OR RELATED RESEARCH.
