We have decided to grant the permit for Norton Sewage Pumping Station operated by Dŵr Cymru Cyfyngedig.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]The application number is PAN-014588
The permit number is EPR/CB3391CJ
The permit regulates the discharge of sewage in an emergency at Norton Sewage Pumping Station (SPS). The SPS will include an emergency overflow which will discharge to Norton Brook when the pumping station is inoperative due to electrical power failure, mechanical breakdown of duty and standby pumps, rising main failure or blockage of the downstream sewer. 
The SPS is a new asset which will supersede the existing Norton Wastewater Treatment Works. Sewage previously receiving treatment at treatment works is to be pumped forward, via a new pressurised main, to Presteigne WwTW approximately 2.8 km southeast of the site. 
We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	Extent of the site of the facility 
	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility including discharge points. 

A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

	Biodiversity, Heritage, Landscape and Nature Conservation and a designated site under the Wildlife and Countryside Act. 
	The application is within the relevant distance criteria of a site of heritage,  landscape or nature conservation, and/or protected species or habitat .

A full assessment of the application and its potential to affect the site has been carried out as part of the permitting process. We consider that the application will not affect the features of the site. An Appendix 4 report has been completed and is available to view in the relevant DMS folder. 

Formal consultation has been carried out with Natural England. The consultation responses (Annex 2) were taken into account in the permitting decision.

HRA is not required because there is no conceivable impact pathway to any Natura 2000/Ramsar site. 
Note: From OGN 200 - no conceivable impact on any Natura 2000 site, by virtue of the scale or location or nature of the project.
Additionally, the permit for Norton WwTW (AW1004701) will be surrendered should the permit for the SPS be issued. This will result in an improvement as there will be no additional input of treated/untreated sewage effluent at this point.
