Management
1.1 [bookmark: _Ref373938749]General management
[bookmark: _Ref373938830]The operator shall manage and operate the activities:
in accordance with a written management system that identifies and minimises risks of pollution so far as is reasonably practicable, including those risks arising from operations, maintenance, accidents, incidents, non-conformances and those drawn to the attention of the operator as a result of complaints; and
using sufficient competent persons and resources.
Records demonstrating compliance with condition 1.1.1 shall be maintained. 
Any person having duties that are or may be affected by the matters set out in this permit shall have convenient access to a copy of the permit.
Operations
Permitted activities
The only activities authorised by the permit are the activities specified in schedule 1 table S1.1.
The site 
The discharge activities shall take place at the discharge point marked on the site plans at schedule 7 to this permit, and as listed in table S3.2; and, the operating techniques that are the subject of conditions prefixed by 2.3 shall be applied at the locations shown, or otherwise described, in schedule 7.
Operating techniques
[bookmark: _Ref373938399]For the activities (A1 and A2) referenced in schedule 1, table S1.1 The activities shall, subject to the conditions of this permit, be operated using the techniques and in the manner described in the documentation specified in schedule 1, table S1.2, unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales.
If notified by Natural Resources Wales that the activities are giving rise to pollution, the operator shall submit to Natural Resources Wales for approval within the period specified, a revision of any plan or other documentation (“plan”) specified in schedule 1, table S1.2 which identifies and minimises the risks of pollution relevant to that plan , and shall implement the approved revised plan in place of the original from the date of approval, unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales.
For the activity A1 referenced in schedule 1, table S1.1 The operator shall comply with the relevant requirements of the Urban Waste Water Treatment (England and Wales) Regulations 1994.
For the activity A1 referenced in schedule 1, table S1.1 the operator shall manage and operate the activity so as to ensure as much total nitrogen is removed from the discharge as is reasonably practicable. 
For the discharges specified in table S3.3(a):
(a) The discharge shall only occur when and only for as long as the flow passed forward is equal to or greater than the overflow setting indicated due to rainfall and/or snow melt.
(b) Sewage can only go to storm storage if, and for as long as, the flow of sewage is equal to or greater than the storm overflow setting due to rainfall and/or snowmelt.  
(c) Storm storage must be fully utilised before it can discharge to land or water. 
(d) The storage shall be emptied and its contents returned to the continuation flow as soon as reasonably practical. 
(e) The discharge shall not be comminuted or macerated and shall have passed through screens as specified and shall not contain a significant quantity of solid matter with a particle size greater than any indicated. All screenings shall be removed from the discharge.
(f) Where a mechanically cleaned screen is installed, a telemetry alarm system shall be installed and maintained so as to give the operator immediate notification of a failure of the screen cleaning mechanism, unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales. The operator shall take all appropriate measures to return the screen cleaning mechanism to normal operation as soon as reasonably practicable after receipt of notification of the failure.
1.1.2 
(a) The discharge in schedule 3 table S3.3b shall consist solely of biologically and secondary treated sewage effluent which has been disinfected by means of ultra violet (UV) radiation as specified in that table.
The full dose limit in schedule 3 table S3.3b must be exceeded in at least 99% of the specified measurements in any period of 12 consecutive months.
No more than 10% of measurements taken consecutively during any 24 hour period from midnight to midnight should fall below the 50% dose limit specified in schedule 3 table S3.3b.
In the event of a failure of the flow monitor and/or UV transmittance used in the control of the UV dosing system:	
the maximum available number of duty banks of UV lamps shall be automatically activated;
the minimum applied UV dose at maximum effluent flow rates calculated using the 5%ile transmittance shown in schedule 3 table S3.3b, shall not be less than the full dose limit shown in that table.
There shall be no failure to achieve the full dose limit in schedule 3 table S3.3b which is as a result of planned maintenance.
From the date of installation of EDM monitoring equipment at the site: The operator shall implement any remedial action specified by Natural Resources Wales as a result of any investigation carried out in accordance with condition 3.1.6, and any remedial actions shall be completed to a timescale specified by Natural Resources Wales.
Emissions and monitoring
Emissions to water
[bookmark: _Hlk61245563]The limits given in schedule 3 table S3.1 shall not be exceeded.
The limits in schedule 3 table S3.1 to which this condition applies may be exceeded where: in any series of samples of the discharge taken at regular but randomised intervals in any period of twelve consecutive months as listed in column 1 of schedule 3A, no more than the relevant number of samples, as listed in column 2 of schedule 3A, exceed the applicable limit for that relevant parameter. For relevant parameters subject to schedule 3C the assessment is based on a fixed calendar year from 1 January to 31 December inclusive.

For the emission limits in schedule 3 table S3.1 to which this condition applies, no sample of the discharge taken at a time when unusual weather conditions are adversely affecting the operation of the waste water treatment works, shall be taken into account in deciding whether or not the emission limit has been complied with.
On any occasion where unusual weather conditions adversely affect the operation of the waste water treatment works, the operator shall use its best endeavours to mitigate that adverse effect.
[bookmark: _Hlk61245551]For any sample of the discharge taken to be considered for the purposes of (a) above, the operator shall notify Natural Resources Wales in writing within 14 days of becoming aware that an emission limit has been exceeded. That notification shall include a full description of the unusual weather conditions and their impact on the operation of the works.

For the emission limits in schedule 3, table S3.1 to which this condition applies, no sample of the discharge taken at a time when abnormal operating conditions are adversely affecting the operation of the waste water treatment works, shall be taken into account in deciding whether or not the emission limit has been complied with.
On any occasion where abnormal operating conditions adversely affect the operation of the waste water treatment works, the Operator shall use its best endeavours to mitigate that adverse effect.
[bookmark: _Hlk61245526]For any sample of the discharge taken to be considered for the purposes of (a) above, the Operator shall notify Natural Resources Wales in writing within 14 days of becoming aware that an emission limit has been exceeded. That notification shall include a full description of the abnormal operating conditions and their impact on the operation of the works.
The permitted Dry Weather Flow limit in schedule 3 table S3.1 is set at the operator`s planned annual 80% exceeded daily volume discharged. 
(b) For compliance purposes an exceedance shall be recorded for a calendar year only when the limit in effect on 31 December of that calendar year is exceeded by 90% or more of the ‘good’ recorded Total Daily Volumes in that calendar year. 
(c) Until 1 January 2026 
(i) If an exceedance of the Dry Weather Flow limit is recorded in a calendar year then the operator shall, as soon as is practicable, investigate the reasons for the exceedance. 
(ii) The operator shall report the reasons for the exceedance to Natural Resources Wales and the steps that it proposes to take to restore compliance. 
(iii) An exceedance of the Dry Weather Flow limit shall not be recorded as a failure of the Dry Weather Flow limit in that calendar year if the operator takes appropriate steps to restore compliance. 
(c)       From 1 January 2026 The limit has been complied with in an assessment calendar year unless; 
(iv) the limit was exceeded in the compliance assessment calendar year and, 
(v) two or more exceedances have occurred in the preceding 4 calendar years. 
1.1.3 Effective from the date of installation of EDM monitoring equipment at the site:
If the measured number of block counted spills exceeds the limit specified in Table S3.1 then    the operator shall:
within 3 months of the trigger breach, submit an initial report to Natural Resources Wales for approval, with reference to the Best Practice Guidance in Schedule 4 Table 4.2, and, where appropriate proposals, including timeframes, for a full investigation into the operation of the overflow including a timetable for the investigation;
investigate the reasons for the exceedance in accordance with the approved investigation proposals and timescales;
An exceedance of the adjusted number of spills limit shall not be recorded as a failure if the operator is meeting the requirements of conditions 3.1.6 (a) and 2.3.7.





Emissions of substances not controlled by emission limits
For the activity A1 referenced in schedule 1, table S1.1 The operator shall take appropriate measures to minimise so far as reasonably practicable the polluting effects of the emissions of substances in the discharge not controlled by emission limits (excluding odour).
Monitoring 
The operator shall, unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales, undertake the monitoring specified in the following tables in schedule 3 to this permit:
point source emissions specified in tables S3.1 and S3.4;
inlet quality specified in tables S3.1 and S3.4;
efficacy monitoring specified in tables S3.4 and S3.5.
The operator shall maintain records of all monitoring required by this permit.
Monitoring equipment, techniques, personnel and organisations employed for the emissions monitoring programme (and the environmental or other monitoring) specified in condition 3.3.1 shall have either MCERTS certification or MCERTS accreditation (as appropriate), where available, unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales.
Accessible monitoring points shall be provided and maintained to enable the emissions monitoring programme (and the environmental or other monitoring) sampling/monitoring of emissions to be carried out at the monitoring points specified in table S3.4 of schedule 3 and shown marked on the site plans in schedule 7. 
The monitoring programme for the parameters subject to schedule 3B shall be:
pre-scheduled to cover a calendar year and the programme recorded before the start of a calendar year sample period; and
spot samples collected at approximately equal intervals during the year, including samples from different days of the week and different times.  Approximately 10% of samples should be outside the normal sampling window which is 9am-3pm, Monday to Friday.
[bookmark: _Hlk61247940]After becoming aware, or following a notification that a sample has not been taken on the schedule 3B Monitoring Programme pre-scheduled date, or is lost, or a result for that sample cannot be reported, the operator shall record the details and reschedule the sample.
[bookmark: _Hlk61247932]The monitoring programme for the parameters subject to schedule 3C shall be:
(a) 	pre-scheduled before each calendar year. 
(b) 	Unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales, the operator shall submit the monitoring programme for the following calendar year to Natural Resources Wales before the 1st of December; and 

(c) 	samples must be collected at approximately equal intervals during the year from different days of the week and approximately 10% of samples should be taken at weekends 
Unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales, after becoming aware, or following notification that a sample has not been taken on the schedule 3C Monitoring Programme pre-scheduled date, or is lost, or a result for that sample cannot be reported, the operator shall notify Natural Resources Wales of the missed event and the reschedule date as soon as reasonably practicable
Continuous recorders, with on-site visual display from which readings may be readily obtained, shall be provided and maintained by the operator and the following shall be measured and recorded at 15-minute intervals:
the instantaneous flow rate through each UV irradiation channel;
the instantaneous measured applied UV dose for each UV irradiation channel;
the number of operational UV lamps for each UV irradiation channel;
the instantaneous measured UV transmittance at the inlet to the UV irradiation plant;
any other parameters used in calculating the UV dose.
Effective from the date of installation of EDM monitoring equipment at the site: The Operator shall take appropriate measures to ensure that the event recorder remains fully operational at all times within the reference period specified in table S3.1. Any failures shall be remedied as soon as reasonably practicable.

(a) Total Daily Volumes shall be calculated from the average of the available ‘good’ 15-minute flow readings taken from midnight to midnight where; 
Total Daily Volume (m3) = {Sum of ‘good’ readings (l/s) / number of ‘good’ readings} x {86,400 (s) /1000}. 
Where there are 87 or more ‘good’ 15-minute flow readings the Total Daily Volume shall be reported as ‘good’, where there are 1 – 86 ‘good’ readings it shall be reported as ‘suspect’ and where there are no ‘good’ readings as ‘missing’. 
(b) The operator shall record all failures of the flow measurement system and any other breaks in the flow record and the reasons for all issues, failures and breaks that lead to missing or suspect Total Daily Volume records and all steps taken to prevent a re-occurrence. 
(c) There shall be no more than 37 days and/or no more than 14 consecutive days with ‘suspect’ or ‘missing’ Total Daily Volumes in a calendar year, unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales. 
(d) All 15-minute flow readings shall be flagged as ‘good’, ‘suspect’ or ‘missing’ using an appropriate methodology set out in the operator`s flow monitoring quality management system.
Information
Records
All records required to be made by schedule 3, 4 and 5 to this permit shall:
be legible;
be made as soon as reasonably practicable;
if amended, be amended in such a way that the original and any subsequent amendments remain legible, or are capable of retrieval; and
be retained, unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales, for at least 6 years from the date when the records were made. 
The operator shall maintain convenient access, in either electronic or hard copy, to the records, plan and management system required to be maintained by this permit. 
Reporting
The operator shall send all reports and notifications required by the permit to Natural Resources Wales using the contact details supplied in writing by Natural Resources Wales.
Within the time period after the end of the reporting period specified in schedule 4 table S4.1 the operator shall, unless otherwise agreed in writing by Natural Resources Wales, submit reports of the monitoring and assessment carried out in accordance with the conditions of this permit, as follows:
in respect of the parameters and monitoring points specified in schedule 4 table S4.1;
[for the reporting periods specified in schedule 4 table S4.1 and] using the forms specified in schedule 4 table S4.2; and
giving the information from such results and assessments as may be required by the forms specified in those tables.

	
The operator shall supply the relevant Local Food Authority / Environmental Health Authority with an annual written report of the operation of the combined sewer overflow, to include date, start time and duration of each spill in accordance with the format provided by Natural Resources Wales.
Provision of this report will coincide with the annual classification under the EU Food Hygiene Regulations (852/853/854). The report shall cover the 12-month period 1 April – 31 March inclusive, and shall be provided by the end of the following May.
1.1.4 On request, the Operator shall supply Natural Resources Wales with written details of individual spill events. 

Notifications
Natural Resources Wales shall be notified as soon as reasonably practicable following detection, within the site of the regulated facility of:
(a) any malfunction, breakdown or failure of equipment or techniques, accident, or emission of a substance not controlled by an emission limit which has caused, is causing or may cause significant pollution; and
any breach of a limit specified in schedule 3 table S3.1 (including individual exceedances of limits which are covered by condition 3.1.2).
Any other significant adverse environmental effects, which may have been caused by the activity, shall also be notified to Natural Resources Wales as soon as reasonably practicable following detection.
The information provided under condition 4.3.1 shall be supported by sending the information listed in schedule 5 to this permit within the time period specified in that schedule.
Where Natural Resources Wales has requested in writing that it shall be notified when the operator is to undertake monitoring and/or spot sampling specified in schedule 3B/3C, the operator shall inform Natural Resources Wales when the relevant monitoring and/or spot sampling is to take place. The operator shall provide this information to Natural Resources Wales at least 14 days before the date the monitoring is to be undertaken.
Natural Resources Wales shall be notified within 14 days of the occurrence of the following matters, except where such disclosure is prohibited by Stock Exchange rules:
Where the operator is a registered company:
any change in the operator’s trading name, registered name or registered office address; and
any steps taken with a view to the operator going into administration, entering into a company voluntary arrangement or being wound up.
Where the operator is a corporate body other than a registered company:
(a) any change in the operator’s name or address; and
any steps taken with a view to the dissolution of the operator.
For the activity A1 referenced in schedule 1, table S1.1 where the operator proposes to make a change in the nature of the activity by increasing the concentration of, or the addition of, or allowing the introduction of, a substance to the activity to an extent that the operator considers could have a significant adverse environmental effect on the receiving waters, and the change is not permitted by emission limits specified within schedule 3 table S3.1 or the subject of an application for approval under the EP Regulations or under the terms of this permit:
Natural Resources Wales shall be notified in writing at least 14 days before the increase or addition or allowing the introduction; and
the notification shall contain a description of the proposed change.
The operator shall notify the Local Food Authority / Environmental Health Authority in the event of the discharge of sewage in an emergency from any discharge points listed in schedule 3 Table S3.2. Such notification must be made as soon as practicable and no later than 24 hours after the event, and shall detail the reasons why the situation occurred, and the actions taken by the operator. 
The operator shall notify the Local Food Authority / Environmental Health Authority in the event of a discharge of sewage effluent which has not been subjected to the required UV dose as specified in condition 2.3.6 c) and d), or of power failure causing loss of secondary treatment.  Such notification must be made as soon as practicable and no later than 24 hours after the event, and shall detail the reasons why the situation occurred, and the actions taken by the operator.
For the activity A1 referenced in schedule 1, table S1.1 the operator shall inform Natural Resources Wales in writing of any change, or proposed change, to the population equivalent such as would make a material change to the application of the Regulations and shall, on request, inform Natural Resources Wales in writing of the actual population equivalent. 
Interpretation
In this permit the expressions listed in schedule 6 shall have the meaning given in that schedule.
In this permit references to reports and notifications mean written reports and notifications, except where reference is made to notification being made “as soon as reasonably practicable”, in which case it may be provided by telephone.

"annually" means once every year.
“application” means the application for this permit, together with any additional information supplied by the operator as part of the application and any response to a notice served under Schedule 5 to the EP Regulations.
For the activity A1 referenced in schedule 1, table S1.1 “appropriate measures” for the purposes of the emission of substances not controlled by emission limits condition (condition 3.2.1) do not require the operator to undertake treatment to a level beyond that specified in schedule 1 table S1.1, or to carry out routine monitoring for substances not controlled by emission limits.
 “ATU-BOD as O2” means the biochemical oxygen demand (measured after 5 days at 20oC with nitrification suppressed by the addition of allylthiourea).
“COD as O2” means the chemical oxygen demand (measured using the standard dichromate procedure).

“overflow” for the purposes of schedule 7, overflow means the weir or orifice or other control which directs excess flow away from the continuation sewer when the flow exceeds the overflow setting due to rainfall and/or snowmelt.

“PFET” means Peak Flow Equivalent Treatment.
