[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]We have decided to issue the variation for Llanelli Wastewater Treatment Works operated by Dŵr Cymru Cyfyngedig.
The application number is PAN-014897
The permit number is BP0252601
The permit has been varied to include a new final effluent monitoring point for the increased treatment of storm effluent via the Peak Flow Equivalent Treatment (PFET) system at the wastewater treatment works. This variation also includes updated definitions for Dry Weather Flow exceedance.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
