We have decided to grant the permit for Brynderwen operated by Emma Collingswood.

The permit number is EPR-CB3393CS
The discharge is for a new ground water discharge at Brynderwen, Black Mountain Road, SA19 9BS.  The discharge location NGR is SN 70901 27299.
The package treatment plant system will be serving 25x touring caravans, 2 x washing machines and staff toilets. The chemical toilets from the caravans will be stored and disposed of separately off site.  The PTP conform to current British Standards BS 12566.  The treated effluent is domestic in nature.  The discharge is into a drainage field and the field is sized appropriately.  A sewage effluent discharge of a low volume 13.4 m3/day has been estimated.  

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility including discharge points. 

A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

[bookmark: _Hlk90390005][bookmark: _Hlk90390211]The new proposal intends to discharge from a British Standard package treatment plant into an appropriately sized infiltration system.  The system is not within screening distance of any SAC’s or SSSI’s however it is within 280m (as the crow fly’s) of the “GB110060029290 Tywi - conf with Llandovery Bran to conf with Cothi” catchment which is currently complying for Phosphorus targets but is part of the overall “Phosphorus Sensitive SAC Catchment” and its effects need to be considered.

There is no impact pathway to the nearby catchment so it is reasonable to conclude that this proposal can be screened out as having ‘no likely significant effect’ on increasing Phosphorus levels within the “GB110060029290” catchment.  

This application proposal will bring the site under NRW regulation which will better enable any future compliance, if needed.  The regulation of this proposal is proportionate to the scale of this system. This approach complies with the current planning advice provided by NRW.

	We have carried out a risk assessment on behalf of the operator.
