Brief Description of proposal:

[bookmark: _GoBack]The application is to vary existing permit EPR-XB3590HS. A descriptive permit was issued for the site in 2015 for a discharge volume of 14m3/day of domestic sewage effluent from a Field Studies Centre. The effluent was treated by a primary settlement tank and a biological filter bed, discharging to the Afon Conwy via a final settlement tank.  

The variation is to change the volume on the permit. When the permit was originally applied for, the volumes were incorrectly stated as 14m3/day. During the sizing and installation of a new package treatment plant, the applicant realised that the volume should have been permitted as 19m3/day.  There are no additional flows entering the system, the variation is to reflect what is happening on site.
