Key issues of the decision 
This application was originally made for a tier 3 bespoke environmental mobile plant permit for the lime stabilisation of sludge. 
Upon assessment of the application it was identified that the standard rule set SR2008 No27 (Mobile plant for the treatment of soils and contaminated material, substances or products) could also be used to carry out the same activity. 
The application was therefore changed from the new bespoke tier 3 environmental mobile plant permit to a variation to add the following rule sets to the existing mobile plant permit held by Mr. Richard Rogers for SR2010 No4 Mobile plant for landspreading:

· SR2010 No5 Mobile plant for the reclamation, restoration or improvement of land
· SR2010 No6 Mobile plant for landspreading of sewage sludge
· SR2010 No11 Mobile plant for the treatment of waste to produce soil, soil substitutes and aggregate
