I understand from my recent meeting with John Hogg that Natural Resources Wales will very soon be deciding on the licence application submitted by Hazrem Environmental Limited for the facility at Nile Mile Point, Cwmfelinfach.  
I would like to once again express in writing my strong opposition to the granting of such a licence. I am especially concerned about local air quality and the detrimental effect this could potentially have on residents and the surrounding environment. The area is already noted nationally for its poor air equality. You will be aware that these concerns are shared by the Executive Director of Public Health from Aneurin Bevan Health Board who has stated that the development would cause further significant short-term local air quality deterioration. This could have an impact on the health and wellbeing of the local population within an area of deprivation.
In addition to air quality, we must remember the hazardous impact heavy lorries traveling to the site would have on local road safety through Wattsville. 
I also understand that factories in the surrounding area would consider possible relocation, leading to potential job losses and causing considerable damage to the local economy. 
I ask that the most serious consideration is given to each of the above points before any decision is made. My views reflect those of the local community and I fully support my constituents in their plea for this application to be declined.
