1. Business Update
The business is making steady progress, reaching its targets for the financial year. Significant investment in new plant is planned.

2. Operator Monitoring Assessment (OMA) audit objectives and format
The objective of an OMA audit is to ensure the monitoring data provided to NRW as part of the permit conditions is accurate and reliable. It is specific to emissions monitoring and covers in-house and contractor measurements. It is prescriptive, following OMA v4 guidance and using Technical Guidance Note M18: Monitoring of discharges to water and sewer v3 for reference.
The audit is mainly desk-based, although sampling and monitoring locations and monitoring equipment and its operating procedures are inspected in-situ.

3. OMA audit

Details are given in a separate OMA audit report.

4. Brief overview of audit findings
There were no areas of major concern. Standards used to calibrate the AAS should be traceable to national or international standards. Calibration and measurement methods for the lab pH meter need to be updated. Two actions were requested.
Action: Send revised calibration procedure and measurement method for lab pH meter to NRW by 6th February 2015.
Action: Purchase new AAS standards for chromium, nickel and zinc and send copies of either the C of As or the C of Cs and specifications to NRW by 27th February 2015.
The operator should be commended on the attitude of its workforce to the monitoring requirements of the permit and their knowledge and use of internal procedures used to control emissions monitoring.

CT scored 70.4% for this OMA audit, a good score given that most of the monitoring activities are neither UKAS nor MCERTS accredited and that CT do not have any MCERTS accredited personnel.

The results of this audit show that NRW can be confident in the monitoring results provided to them by CT as part of the permit conditions.

5. EP OPRA review
The operator was reminded that the annual OPRA review is due. NRW understand that, due to end of year reporting demands, the review may not be carried out for a month or so.

6. AOB
a. Site inspection
Parts of the site were inspected during the OMA audit. They were clean and tidy and up to date control charts were seen in several locations.
