	The EPC Contractor was into day 5 out of the 14 day operability test as per the Commissioning Programme. A pressure sensor on one of the two cranes had failed, which meant that only one crane had been in operation since 26th December. The amount of waste within the bunker was lower than normal due to the Christmas period. A combination of only one crane in service and less waste in the bunker reduces the ability to sufficiently mix the waste prior to feeding into the furnace. The raw gas analyser on Line 2 showed a sharp increase in HCl levels from approximately 15.30 to 16.30. It is likely that a 'batch' of poorly mixed waste was fed into Line 2. Also, at that time, the spare lime injection line was set to Line 1. On breaching the half hourly limit for HCl on Line 2, the spare injection line was switched to Line 2 to initiate overdosing of lime to restore HCl levels to within permitted limits.

	The EPC Contractor is in the process of drawing up a protocol to specify that when raw gas data is above a certain limit for a certain period of time, a number of actions will be required to be followed by the Operators.
