	Prior to 21:00 hours TOC values on both Lines were in the region of 0.44 mg/m3.  On detection of unusually high values the operators stopped loading waste to reduce the load of the Plant. The supply of Hydrogen/Helium fuel to the FID analysers was checked and was in working order. A zero calibration was carried out on both FID analysers and TOC readings thereafter returned back to within normal operating range.

	Any more accurate information on the matters for notification under Part A.
	CBISS was called to site to check the analysers because no obvious explanation could be attributed to Plant operations and conditions at the time of the recorded elevated levels.  On carrying out some tests on the analysers including zeros and span references, it was found that the hydrogen/helium supply to both duty and standby FID analysers was contaminated with a trace of VOCs.  The presence of VOCs in the fuel supply caused the analyser to detect these compounds from the fuel supply itself, rather than from the stack gas.  The recorded elevated readings are therefore not true readings of emission limit values of TOC from Plant operations.

	A new cylinder of Hydrogen/Helium was ordered to replace contaminated cylinder and the old cylinder has been sent back to the gas supplier for further investigation.
