	Reasons for abnormal operation
	The ID fan inverter on Line 2 had frozen and the only way to resolve the issue was to turn the ID fan off.  Waste feeding was stopped and the hopper closed. The ID fan was shut down for approximately 30 minutes, then less than 2 hours later Line 2 suffered a trip and the ID fan stopped for an additional 30 minutes.  Without the suction of the fan, residues within the reagent recirculation system would have coagulated over this period of time. The effect of this created a blockage within the recirculation screw conveyor that feeds the reagents back into the FGT system, disabling it from operating. Therefore the abatement process for dosing flue gases was compromised.

	The screw conveyor was isolated and the blockage cleared including discharge chute and screw ends.
