	The EPC Contractor was into day 6 out of the 14 day operability test as per the Commissioning Programme. 
Line 2 initially came off line at approximately 16:00 hours due to a blockage on the grate. At approximately 18:40 the EPC Contractor took actions to help remove waste from the feed chute as the stoppage period was going to be longer than first anticipated.  Bridge breakers, situated within the feed chute, were in operation, which prevented the feed chute dampers fully closing and the ‘Incinerator On’ signal was sent from the DCS to the CEMS reporting software.  For the half hour period 19:00 - 19:29, there was no waste feeding and the ‘Authorisation to feed waste’ signal was not given, but because both feed chute dampers were open, the reporting software thought the Plant was in full operation. The flue gas flow rate at this time was not sufficient to automatically initiate lime dosing because there is an interlock which prevents lime dosing at low flow rates so as not to cause blockages of reagents in the flue gas treatment system. Up until this point, HCl readings from midnight to 16:00 hours ranged from 4.02 – 31.75 mg/m3.

	The DCS has been reprogrammed to allow Plant operators to close feed chute dampers with bridge brakers in use.  An unforeseen issue detected and rectified during the hot commissioning phase of the Plant.
