	Any more accurate information on the matters for notification under Part A.
	The EPC Contractor was into day 5 out of the 14 day operability test as per the Commissioning Programme. Three half hour breaches had occurred on line 2 between 16:00 and 17:29 on 28/12/14. Overdosing of lime was initiated and this resulted in achieving an average HCl level of 10.82 mg/m3 between 17:30 and 22:30. At approximately 17:30, the EPC Contractor started to reduce the load of the Plant to assist in managing emission levels.  Although waste feeding on Line 2 ceased by 22:30, the daily average level of HCl was still above the permitted limit.  However, as a comparison, the HCl value on Line 1 for the same time period was 7.64mg/m3.

	The EPC Contractor is in the process of drawing up a protocol to specify that when raw gas data is above a certain limit for a certain period of time, a number of actions will be required to be followed by the Operators.
