In accordance with Environmental Permit LP3030XA; there are a total of five improvement programme requirements, as listed in Table S1.3.

One of those requirements, IC4, asks: 

“The operator to submit a written proposal to Natural Resources Wales to carry out tests to determine the size distribution of the particulate matter in the exhaust gas emissions to air from emission points A1 and A2, identifying the fractions within the PM10 and PM2.5 ranges.”
