A&L Site Visit — A&L Scrap Metal Merchants, (EAWML/30372, EPR/AP3095FU) - 16/11/2018

Environment officer Claudia Peppicelli and Laoni Tye attended A&L Scrap Metal Merchants’ facility at Barry,
Atlantic Estate on the 16/11/2018 and met with TCM Andrew Brown and Tom Daley. The visit was
undertaken as a routine site inspection. Thank you for taking the time to attend the inspection and show us
all the activities carried out on site. There were 2 minor breaches recorded during the inspection.

1. Compliance: (C2) Management Systems (procedural aspects of the EMS)

Permit condition 5.1.4 states in table 5.1-d) “Minor spillage of oil, fuel or other end of life vehicle fluid shall
be cleaned up immediately, using a sand or proprietary absorbent to clean up liquids and placed in
alternative containers.”

In the storage area for depolluted engines we noticed a presence of oil and grease on the impermeable
surfaces that should have been better contained. Spill kits should be readily available for use at all times
and should be used as soon as spills are detected to reduce volumes of oil going to the interceptor. Engines
should be fully de-polluted before being stored. Tom agreed with us that the engines should be preferably
stored in skips and not directly on the pavement.

Permit condition 3.1.2 states that “The engineered site containment and drainage systems shall be design,
constructed and inspected, validated and maintained and shall be fully documented and recorded to be fit
for the purpose and meet the standards specified in table 3.1 of the permit”

A number of areas of damaged concrete were witnessed, where water could be seen pooling. There was no
reason to believe that liquids were escaping other than via the system however, but please ensure surfaces
are properly maintained so that this does not occur.

You have therefore been scored a category 3 breach of the permit on this occasion.

Action
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Engines should be stored in skips and not directly on the pavement.

Spill kits should be used to prevent any further spillage to be washed away with run off waters. Spill kits
should be on site at all times and easily accessible for staff.

Please ensure the damaged concrete is recorded in the site diary and that appropriate monitoring and
maintenance procedures are provided in the working plan.

Other comments on site management

The site is generally in good condition and well managed, | just have a few remarks. Whilst onsite the
drainage was assessed; the site benefits from an impermeable, concreted surface to prevent any spillage
from entering ground water, with a sealed drainage system for the depolluting area and the rest that goes
to interceptor with discharge to foul sewer. The interceptor is maintained every 6 months, but its sump at
the time of the visit was not accessible because it was covered by a pile of metal waste. The interceptor
needs to be accessible at all times and this should be documented within your EMS. This is important to
allow for regular checks on the interceptor and in case of an incident on site where interceptors would need
to be accessed. It also meant that NRW were not able to inspect it on this occasion and are therefore not
able to ascertain whether or not it is working effectively.

Please make sure the interceptor is easily accessible and that regular checks are being made to ensure it is
working properly.

EMS condition 2.5.1 states that among the documents to be retained in site office there is a waste
management licence (copy).

We were happy to see that a record of waste transfer notes for the waste material and sealed tank were
updated and present on site. The EMS as well was on site. What we could not find on site was a copy of the
most recent Permit (waste management licence). The permit should be located on site at all times as stated
within your EMS. All site staff should be aware of the conditions of the permit and it should therefore be
easily accessible for all. We have attached a copy of your current permit for your records.

1. Compliance: (A1) Specified by permit (activities specifically authorised in the permit)

The Permit refers to the “site” as the one indicated by the red perimeter in the Drawing AL/002 and the
EMS condition 1.3.1 states that “The area which is the subject of this document and permit No. EAWML
30372 is outlined in green on Drawing No. AL/002. All references to ‘the site’ in this document shall mean
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this area and the infrastructure, plant and equipment associated with the handling of end-of-life vehicles.
No other land is occupied by A&L Vehicle Recycling Ltd or the permit holders and the area stated above forms
the boundary of the planning consent and permit.”

As a follow-up from our last recorded CAR form issued in April 2015 (Report ID: 30372/0238863), whilst on
site we verified that the actual area occupied by the site had been extended on the East-side of the plan
(road-side). The new surfaces within the extended boundary are used for storage and treatment of waste,
they are impermeable and served by the drainage to interceptor. The new boundary is a high compacted
fence that secures the site from unauthorized accesses to humans or animals.

While from an engineering point of view these areas would now comply with the permit conditions, since
our last visit the permit itself has never been actually modified to include the additional site extension.
Speaking with Andrew and Tom we understood there had been a bit confusion and misunderstanding
around this issue. In 2015 when you were breached under condition C4 your annual subsistence charges
included an invoice named “Compliance adjustment” which you thought represented a payment for a
variation to the permit. That was not the case. That was just the normal annual subsistence fee. The officer
at the time provided in the Report some Advice and Guidance regarding the application process to vary the
permit which I’'m going to repeat here. You have therefore incurred a breach of the permit:

You have therefore been scored a category 3 breach of the permit on this occasion.

Action:

You are required to vary the permit to extend the permit boundary. As you are a Tier 2 Bespoke, Al19a
facility, you will need to apply for a normal variation which will cost £1,958. For detailed information and
guidance notes on our charging schemes please look at:

Other comments

At the time of the inspection the site was found to operate under a series of exemptions (U5, U4, T12, S1,
T19, T9, T4, T8, S2) that were outdated and not renovated. Andrew and Tom promptly remediated to this
and they were re-registered whilst we were on site. The exemptions will expire on the 16/11/2021.
