Thank you for your letter, which John Hogg has asked me to respond to on his behalf. 
The application from Biomass Uk No2 Ltd is currently being determined by NRW’s Permitting Service  in Cardiff. We have made a copy of the application available in  Barry Library and Barry Town Council offices, as well as our own offices, if you would like to view the application details. 
The application is for a gasification plant to treat non-hazardous waste wood to generate energy. If permitted, it will be required to meet the stringent standards set out in the Industrial Emissions Directive and Environmental Permitting Regulations. I can assure you that we treat all applications for industrial installations and waste activities very seriously and apply rigorous standards in determining whether or not to grant a permit. 
Regarding the environmental and health concerns you have mentioned, we are currently assessing the applicant’s operating procedures and technical specifications to ensure that they are appropriate to meet all the legal, environmental, technological and health requirements of UK and European law. We can only grant an environmental permit if we are satisfied that the operator has the ability to meet the conditions of the permit in order to protect human health and the environment.

We assess any discharges from the site as part of our determination process and any representations we receive with respect to this will be considered.  Should we decide to grant the permit, we will include this in the decision document. Based on the information supplied about the proposed process this will consist only of rainwater run-off from the carparks and roofs.  All process related discharges, which should be minimal due to a circulation system within the process, are to the foul sewer. This will be consented and monitored by Dwr Cymru Welsh Water (DCWW).

 All waste storage carries some level of environmental risk. Assessing this is a key part of the determination process of the application and we consult with the Fire and Rescue Service on the proposed plans for the site. If we grant a permit, it will have conditions to control these risks. 
Should you wish to make any further representations, you may find the information on the enclosed Have your Say information sheet useful as it provides information on the main issues we can and cannot consider when coming to a  decision on whether to grant a permit or not. It also gives the contact details for representations.
