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Permit Condition 4.2.1 (b)  Environmental Management System Targets

Management Systems 

The group has maintained the integrated management system certification for ISO9001, ISO14001, ISO50001 and OHSAS 18001 during an external audit in 2013. Maintenance of these systems will continue during 2015.
Zero Waste to Landfill Policy
The group has targeted a zero waste to landfill policy for all the UK sites during 2015. This is planned to be achieved by continuing the site recycling scheme whereby dry mixed recyclables will be sent to a MRF and specific recyclables segregated on site. General waste is also to be sent to a MRF and fines remaining incinerated as part of a waste to energy scheme.

This will also be achieved by recycling the fibre generated on site for use by a company renovating redundant landfill and quarry sites.
External Cullet Usage

	Currently a variation to the sites environmental permit is being developed to apply for an increase in the sites Oxides of Sulphur emission limits. This would enable the furnace to operate with a batch content of up to 85% consistently. 
Liquid Waste Discharge

	In conjunction with the variation to increase the sites SO2 limit, the variation will also include an application to remove the sites S1 discharge point limits. This will enable the site to discharge its liquid waste via the Welsh Water treatment plant at Ponthir thus minimising the risks associated with transporting such waste via roads.

Site Lighting Program

Currently large sections of lighting within various areas of the plant are being changed to LED low energy lighting systems with automatic movement sensors and low light cells installed.

Energy Usage

A new high efficiency transformer is to be installed to reduce voltages from 11kV to 415V. Unfortunately this could not be undertaken during 2014.
Continuous Improvement Program

The company will re-launch and continue to invest in a site wide continuous improvement program. It is planned that varying projects will continue for both energy usage and scrap generation to produce further reduction and savings during 2015.
