2. November 2014 monthly reporting form W1, received 22nd Dec. – Accepted.

3. December 2014 monthly reporting form W1, received 6th Jan 15. - Accepted

4. Permit Condition 4.1.5 EMS objects and targets annual report, received 5th Feb. - No definitive figures provided to show reductions against. No definite figures set for 2014 or 2015. More information submitted in pc 2.7 below, but pc 4.1.5 is vague. Recommend the use of actual figures in future submissions which are traceable, accountable. And transparent.
5. Permit Condition 4.1.4 Fugitives annual report, received 5th Feb. – Accepted.

6. Permit Condition 2.7 Energy Management annual report, received 5th Feb. – The percentages shown in the table under section 2.1 are a little confusing because the figures shown under the ‘% of total column’ are based on the delivered MWh to the site, not the Primary MWh. Recommend site changes the heading of ‘% of total’ to ‘% of Delivered MWh total’ to avoid confusion with Primary energy figures.
7. Permit Condition 2.8 Accident report, received 5th Feb. – Accepted.

8. Annual Returns forms A2, EW1, R1, PI1, received 5th Feb. – All accepted

9. Schedule 1 report, Excess Nickel at 0.347mg/l against a permitted limit of 0.2mg/l on 14th Jan, received 12th Feb 2015. A Cat 3 noncompliance has been issued for this. NRW commends the prompt secondary sample taken immediately after this breach was seen which proved the site had returned to compliance.
