Confirmation required for firefighting strategy out of operational hours. There is mention that there are contact details in the Incident response plan. Will machine operatives be available out of operational hours?



With reference to the appendices, there appears to be conflicting information in the appendices that do not match the site, and subsequently don’t match the FPMP.

Could you have a look and provide information only for the intended site and FPMP please? Ie is this the site plan for the intended site? I cannot see the hydrant on the plan in the location that the FPMP identifies. There does not appear to be the same number of bays as detailed in the FPMP etc
