Bespoke permit 

We have decided to grant the permit for Brwynog operated by Mr Rhys Owen.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]The application number is PAN-015710.
The permit number is EPR/CB3396CK.
The permit regulates the discharge of organophosphate, diluted to a ratio of 2 part dip to 3 parts water/slurry discharged to ground via a muck spreader.  The maximum daily loading of diluted sheep dip should not exceed 5 cubic metres spread on a minimum of 1.7 hectares of land once a year. The discharge shall consist only of diluted waste sheep dip, derived for use at Brwynog.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
