We have received your application for a licence, however it is not acceptable as further information is required.  Below I have outlined the information required:
1.  You did not provide a 10 figure national grid reference.  I propose the following grid reference based upon the map you provided: SN 25128 46226.  I have plotted this point on our mapping system, a copy of which I have provided, please confirm that you agree with this. 

2. The map you have provided does not outline the land within your ownership. Please can you provide a map with the land you own outlined in red.

3. You state that you use 30m3 per day of water however have not provided any evidence to demonstrate how you have calculated this volume of water.   In our phone conversation today you stated that you have 500 head of cattle. These will need watering as well as water being used to wash down the milking palour and other uses.  Please can you provide evidence of how you have calculated your water usage. 
4. You also need to provide evidence that you have abstracted water during the qualifying period (between 01 January 2011 and 31 December 2017).  I enclose information on the types of evidence that can be provided to help demonstrate your abstraction.  You could include details of your cattle movement records as discussed in our phone conversation.  Also see our water abstraction and impounding licences webpages for further details.  
We cannot guarantee to check any further supporting information received within three months of the 31 December 2019 application period deadline.  It is your responsibility to ensure you apply for the required licence(s).  It is an offence to abstract without a licence and we may take enforcement action.
