OPRA review 
Complexity Attribute has not changed. Agree with A17
Emissions Attribute (Waste Input) is incorrect. An amount has to be entered for the hazardous waste amounts. This is not likely to change the banding for this section but does need to be amended.
Location Attributes
Proximity to Human Occupation has not changed. Agree with 250m to 1km
Assessment under wildlife, countryside or habitats legislation has not changed. Agree with CRoW.
Groundwater/Aquifers has changed from “no” to “yes- outside GPZ” as the site is on both a superficial and bedrock aquifer but not in a source protection zone.
Sensitivity of surface water has not changed. Agree with “none” as a score is not required as per the guidance:
“You do not receive a score if your site meets the following criteria; Is over 10m from any receiving waters; and Is an entirely enclosed system or has all surface or foul water discharging to public sewer for sewage treatment.”
Direct run-offs has not changed. Agree with “no.
Air Quality Management Zone has not changed. Agree with “no”.
Flood Plain has from “no” to “yes” as the site is at risk from flooding from the sea, Surface Water & Small Watercourses

i. Non-technical summary
a. queried permission to discharge via the Tata Steel permit- see Drainage Licence Redacted- acceptable for duly making.
b. queries why the pre-treatment lagoon is not included in application. Applicants response- “The pre-treatment lagoon forms part of the site’s surface water network and is the point from which the influent pump conveys water to the treatment system. This is part of the client’s site area and is not under Celtic’s control; furthermore, our only interaction is to pump from it and observe water quality. As such we’ve updated the permit operating area to include the winch and pump area which is under Celtic’s control. A full set of updated drawings is attached.” - acceptable for duly making.

j. Hazardous treatment capacity and hazardous waste storage information- treatment capacity for both hazardous and non- hazardous waste is 1082 tonnes per day, and the storage capacity for both hazardous and non- hazardous waste is 25 tonnes at any one time. See notes below.

k. Operating techniques Appendix D- Site Waste Management Plan was missing- now included. Acceptable for duly making.

l. Part B4 Appendix 2 referred to the operating techniques as whole. Specific sections now added. Acceptable for duly making.

m. OPRA needed to include hazardous waste amount- 3950 tonnes has been included which is 1% of the total. Applicants response- For the OPRA profile we’ve assumed that 1% of input water may be classed as hazardous. Based on analysis of the influent water to date, we expect this to be a conservative overestimate.

Additional fee also required. has stated it was paid in the response, but unable to locate it on MyNRW. have asked for confirmation of the date paid and the reference used.

IED assessment:
Activity is to treat contaminated ground and surface water by means of physico-chemical treatment for the purposes of recovery. This activity has been completed for 12 months under a remediation deployment PAN-011383.
The treatment capacity for the plant used is 1082 tonnes per day. This amount applies to both hazardous and non-hazardous wastes.
The storage capacity is 25 tonnes per day. This amount applies to both hazardous and non-hazardous wastes.
The applicant has stated that for the OPRA profile 1% of input water may be classed as hazardous, this is based on analysis of the influent water to date, we expect this to be a conservative overestimate.

The applicable IED limits are as follows: 
	Disposal or recovery of hazardous waste SECTION 5.3 Part A(1)(a)(ii) Disposal or recovery of hazardous waste with a capacity exceeding 10 tonnes per day involving physico-chemical treatment

	Temporary or underground storage of hazardous waste SECTION 5.6 Part A(1)
(a) Temporary storage of hazardous waste with a total capacity exceeding 50 tonnes (at any one time).



Note 5.3.4 of RGN 2- Appendix 1 and 2 clarifies what physico-chemical treatment means in terms of IED limits: 
	Note 5.3.4: "Physico-chemical treatment" means the physical treatment or chemical treatment or a combination of physical and chemical treatment of waste. Some activities do not meet the description and it is not appropriate to regard them as a listed activity, for example:
- The simple handling of waste in a way which does not change the composition of the waste, such as compaction or other re-packing of dry waste (such as cardboard) to reduce air content would not normally be considered to be physico-chemical treatment. However, where compaction does result in a change in the composition of the waste, the activity should be regarded as physico-chemical treatment.


As this activity is designed to alter the composition of the waste by removing contaminants, the section 5.3 activity applies here.

Calculations:
Treatment capacity:
n. Non-hazardous treatment 1071.18 tonnes per day
o. Hazardous treatment 10.82 tonnes per day
= Total 1082 tonnes per day.
Storage: 
p. Non-hazardous storage 24.75 tonnes at any one time
q. Hazardous storage 0.25 tonnes at any one time
= Total 25 tonnes at any one time

Using current figures SECTION 5.3 applies as the hazardous treatment capacity is above 10 tonnes per day. SECTION 5.6 doesn’t apply as this is under the 50 tonnes per day limit.

A further not duly made email was sent 20/01/2022 to ask the following questions:
· confirm the verifiable amount of hazardous waste that is treated in one day, as the 1% figure currently used is a “conservative overestimate”.
OR
· Limit the treatment capacity to 1000 tonnes per day (if still using the estimate of 1%), and provide information on how this limitation can be implemented and maintained. 
Otherwise, the application will have to be considered a waste installation and will be move to the installation team for determination. 


	25/01/2022
Response received 24/01/22. confirmed they will remain a waste facility by limiting the treatment volume to 936m3 a day. Processing capacity spreadsheet “Discharge Volumes & Analysis” was provided to show the capacity for October, November and December 2021.
