	This is an application for a new bespoke permit for a Hazardous Waste Transfer Station.

The site is located in an industrial estate in Cardiff and the site drainage connects to the foul sewer. 
The site has no point source emissions to atmosphere. The site proposes to carry out the storage of hazardous and non-hazardous waste. The only treatment that will take place is the crushing of empty containers and bulking of liquids. Diffuse emissions of dust are only from on site vehicle movements and loading and unloading activities.  The wastes are stored either in a building or in roofed storage bays and remain within the containers that they were delivered in.

	The proposed permission is not likely to damage any of the flora, fauna or geological or physiological features which are of special interest.

While dust is the “potential” for damage to interest features, that potential is very small from this site. The site is fully concreted, and the delivery and removal process is unlikely to generate significant amounts of dust. Additionally, the site has a fully contained drainage system and appropriate procedures in place for accident/incident management.  When this is coupled with the fact that the nearest part of the SSSI is a little over 1.4 kilometres away, the potential impact is insignificant.
