The cadmium and chloride levels are now below the trigger levels.
Naphthalene continues to breach the 2ug/l trigger level in the above 4 boreholes. In 3 out of 4 boreholes there has been a significant reduction in naphthalene concentrations. 
Naphthalene testing will be carried out on a quarterly basis until the compliance limits are met. (currently the permit requires 6 month sampling). Next sampling round will take place in July.
