Declaration

National Grid Reference (NGR)

Put in your post code to reach the location then right click to find NGR point.
Dilution Rate of Working Strength Dip

The appendix 1 Q5 of the B7 guidance note states that ‘dip must be diluted with at least three parts slurry or water to maintain the recommended discharge rate’. In your application you put 1m3 part working strength dip to 2m3 part water/slurry with a total volume for disposal of 3m3. I would be grateful if you could confirm that you will be using the recommended ratio of 1 part full strength dip to 3 parts slurry/water. In order to meet the standard required this should mean that your disposal will be 1m3 part working strength dip to 3m3 part water/slurry combined totaling a daily disposal volume of 4m3 based on the information found in your application. 

Discharge Rate

Can you provide clarification on the type of trailer you intend to use for the disposal of  the sheep dip. An example is a vacuum tanker that discharges diluted used sheep dip at 20m3/ha. Otherwise this can be done by providing us with photographs of the trailer and valve. In addition, in order to work out the discharge rate can you provide us with a measure of how many litres of fluid can be released in 1 minute and the likely speed that the trailer will be pulled in miles per hour. 

Please reply within 10 working days from the date of this letter. If we don’t hear from you we must return your application and fee.
