Key issues of the decision 

This variation of EPR/BB3498HA is to change the permit from a standard rules mobile plant permit SR2008 No 27 (mobile plant for the treatment of soils and contaminated material, substances or products) to a bespoke mobile plant permit for the same activity.
This bespoke mobile plant permit includes the treatments and conditions as set out within SR2008 No27, with the additional treatments of “Treatment plant for sorting and separation”.
The determination of this variation has been based on the new treatments only, as the operator is already permitted to carry out the following treatments with no restrictions, which is not changing:
· Air sparging
· Bioremediation – insitu and exsitu (windrows, biopiles, in-vessel bioreactors)
· Biosparging
· Bioventing
· Chemical Treatment (including oxidation, dehalogenation)
· Ex-situ treatment of pumped groundwater (chemical treatment, biological treatment, air stripping, filtration, carbon adsorption)
· Soil Vapour Extraction (including dual phase SVE)
· Soil Flushing (including steam injection)
· Soil Washing
· Solidification
· Stabilisation
· Thermal treatment (including thermal desorption and steam injection)
· Treatment plant for blending, mixing, bulking, screening, shredding, particle size reduction and / or particle separation in order to facilitate remedial action. 

Supporting documents of Dust Management Plan, Odour Management Plan and Noise Management Plan were provided with the application. The non-site-specific elements were found to follow the assessment process as set out in each of the relevant guidance documents. These supporting documents were not incorporated into the permit as the completed documents including site and deployment specific data will be required for each deployment application, will need to be written in line with the relevant guidance documents, and will be assessed as part of each individual deployment application.
