


Natural Resources Wales permitting decisions

Bespoke permit 

We have decided to grant the permit for Llantrisant Recycling Centre, Pantybrad Lane, Llantrisant, Pontyclun, CF72 8YY operated by Llantrisant Recycling Centre Ltd.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]The application number is PAN-015810.
The permit number is EPR/CB3491CP.

The permit regulates a new bespoke discharge from a Package treatment plant serving a small office and canteen at Llantrisant Recycling Centre, Pantybrad Lane, Llantrisant, Pontyclun, CF72 8YY.
The operator, Llantrisant Recycling Centre Ltd, proposes to discharge a maximum of 0.5m3/day of secondary treated effluent into the Nant Muchudd via a British Standard BS 12566 Package Treatment Plant.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	All applicable European directives have been considered in the determination of the application.

	The site

	Extent of the site of the facility 
	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility including discharge points. 

A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

	ü

	Biodiversity, Heritage, Landscape and Nature Conservation and a designated site under the Wildlife and Countryside Act. 
	The application is within the relevant distance criteria of a site of heritage,  landscape or nature conservation, and/or protected species or habitat .

A full assessment of the application and its potential to affect the site has been carried out as part of the permitting process. We consider that the application will not affect the features of the site.

Appendix 4 was completed but the proposed discharge is not likely to damage the SSSI (Llantrisant Common and Pastures) as there is no impact pathway i.e. not hydrologically connected.

Formal consultation has been carried out with the Local Authority (Rhondda Cynon Taf Ecologist) as the discharge is in a Local Wildlife Site: Nant Muchudd. The consultation responses (found in Annex 2) were taken into account in the permitting decision.
