RFI requests non-spreading buffer zones for red areas with updated maps and/or further justification to spread.

Given low volume and content of waste and latest amendments to maps, the risk of run off has been appropriately addressed and potential impact mitigated by operating techniques and other measures in place.

HRA is not required because there is no conceivable impact pathway to any Natura 2000/Ramsar site.
 
The closest field to be deployed upon is 107m away from the River Usk SAC so physical distance significantly reduces the risk of environmental impact and eliminates any direct pathway.
Permit conditions and following COGAP best practice guidance will further reduce potential for pollution impacts. 

In addition the following mitigation measures will be employed : 
20m non-spreading buffer zone applied to where SSSI borders fields and to watercourses that run directly into the SAC;
Spreading only during approved timings (targeted periods of spreading to coincide with peak nutrient requirements) and appropriate conditions;
Waste handling and storage to follow the Code of Good Agricultural Practice i.e., No spreading when ground is waterlogged, frozen, or during times of intense or prolonged rainfall;
Volumes of waste to be spread are low with low potential to produce airborne dust and particulate matter;
2m minimum buffer zone adjacent to trees and hedgerows;
Alum sludge will not be spread on fields with soil pH <6.
