	During the visit the officers were accompanied by Jayne Jones.
 

The site looked very busy and there were large stockpiles of several waste types. There was a lorry being loaded with waste wood and another one waiting outside the gate. The weather was fine during the visit.
 

Concrete pad / Impermeable surface:
(B3) Non – Compliance C3. The permit states that all waste shall be stored and treated on an impermeable surface with sealed drainage. The concreted area shows several signs of wear and damage. A full inspection of its integrity was unable to be undertaken due to the mud and debris covering it. This is an issue that was also highlighted during our last visit.

When an area of the yard becomes clear the surface should be cleaned and inspected and repaired if necessary. The operator needs to produce and implement a maintenance plan for the impermeable surface to ensure regular checks are made to its integrity and repairs are carried out when required.
 

There was also an issue with water/slurry pooling on a small part of the site. There had not been any significant rain recently so this issue should be investigated and rectified.
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Segregation of waste:
The site was very busy and there were large piles of wood, hard plastic, plastic packaging and inert wastes. Whilst there was segregation the size of the piles meant segregation of waste types was starting to be lost. Whilst this is not being recorded as a non-compliance the operator should be made aware of the issue. As large stock piles will lead to operating issues at the site if left unmanaged,
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Odour:
There was a large pile of plastic packaging waste which originated from ‘Dawn Pac’. Whilst not detectable from outside the site there was an unpleasant odour coming from the waste. The officers were informed that the waste leaves site twice a week. Whilst this practice seems to be acceptable the operator should ensure the odorous waste does not become an issue.
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Waste wood:
There is a large stock pile of waste wood and wood chip at the site, this was an issue highlighted at our last inspection. It was encouraging to see a lorry being loaded with wood and another one waiting during the visit. The waste wood was being sent to South Wales Wood.
 

When enquiring about the chipped wood waste the operators were informed that it was being taken to a ‘farm in Templeton’ to be used as animal bedding. This is possible under a U8 exemption but be the woodchip must be Grade A and uncontaminated. The waste woodchip on site appeared to be Grade C so would not be allowed to be used under the exemption. Please ensure no further Grade C woodchip goes for re-use as animal bedding.
 

Definitions of waste wood grades:
· Grade A: “Clean” recycled wood – material produced from pallets and secondary manufacture etc and suitable for producing animal bedding and mulches.

· Grade B: Industrial feedstock grade – including grade A material plus construction and demolition waste, this is suitable for making panelboard.

· Grade C: Fuel grade – this is made from all of the above material plus thatfrom municipal collections and civic amenity sites and can be used for biomass fuel.

· Grade D: Hazardous waste – This includes all grades of wood including treated material such as fencing and trackwork and requires disposal at special facilities.
