	Recirculation screws isolated, an industrial vacuum wagon sent to dust build-up immediately when incident was discovered. Water suppression used in the surrounding area onsite (water bowser) and a road sweeper used to remove released dust.

	Description of the failure or accident.
	It was requested to use the recirculation system to move the remaining material from L2 to L1, to allow for an empty silo (L2). L1 silo was dipped at 07:30 to ensure there was space in the silo for the material, the reading was measured at 10’. Extraction of L2 material started at 07:34. At 11:02 there was a call on the radio informing shift manager that there was a release of dust from the covered gantry of L1 roof. Upon hearing this call the circulation system was stopped and the release inspected. L1 silo has two level probes which did not indicate a rise in material, and both the high level probes failed to register the high level. The delivery screw became overwhelmed and the dust material backed up the delivery chute, out of the screw casing and was deposited on the roof of the silo. The deposit of material was noticed when it encroached on a mezzanine flooring plate and dropped out of the build, releasing the dust to the environment.
