	Brief description of the activity for which authorisation is being sought

The application is for a new bespoke installation permit for an existing site operated by biocatalysts limited. The site manufactures bespoke enzymes using fermentation process and then purify the product to either a power or liquid depending on the specification of the bespoke enzyme. This activity falls under Schedule 1 of the environmental permitting regulations (EPR) 2016 as a S4.1 Part A (1) a) (iv) activity. As the site comes under the schedule 1 activity in EPR it is therefore subject to the industrial emission activity and classified as an installation.
As part of the applicant has applied for the site to be classified as a low impact installations (LII). For a site to be classified as a LII it must meet a defined set of criteria outlined in the application form B2 which have been set out by Natural Resources Wales to assess that the potential risk of impact from the site to the enivroment or human health is not significant.
All activities will take place inside the building, the only emission points are from the steam boilers which are <1MWth input (and therefore not subject to the Medium combustion plant directive) or from Local exhauste ventallation (LEV). All process water is discharge to sewer under a trade effluent consent. The only surface water run discharge is from uncontaimated rain water run off.

The site has been classified as a low impact installation (LII).  For the installation to classified under as a low impact installation, the site must meet a defined criteria as set out in guidance notes on application form B2. The limits and criteria for low impact installations are set out to assess if a site is a low risk operation which has no potential pathway to cause an impact to human health, sensitive site or the environment. The permit requirements of an LII permit requires that the site must operate in a way that they do not breach the LII criteria.
The only natura 2000 site is Cardiff Beach Wood approximately 2.8 km from the installation boundary. 
As such, based on the scale of the low impact installation and the distance to the protected site there is no conceivable impact pathway from the site that could cause damage to the special area of conservation.
