Baglan Waste Transfer Station - Operational Summary

The new waste transfer station (WTS) will be provided for on the old Baglan Industrial Park. The new facility will be operated from the confines of an existing impermeable hardstanding areas and an area that requires impermeable hardstanding to be put in place, as per the attached site plans. They will be used for the purpose of stockpiling recycled waste wood. It would be ourt intention to utilise the area with existing impermeable hardstanding in the first instance and then develop the site accordingly down the line.
It is designed for safe and effective storage of stockpiling recycled waste wood for later removal and processing for supply in to biomass power stations or similar.
The material will be deposited using artic walking floor trailers or roll on roll off vehicles and as the material has not been processed any issues with dust will be negligible. The material will be stockpiled utilising a loading shovel and a 360 excavator.
All material will be held and stockpiled in accordance with the relevant industry guidelines. The waste streams accepted will be solely recycled wood, though additional EWC codes are provided to allow for potential development further down the line.

Enabling welsh fuel to be used in Wales will be more environmentally friendly, reduce the carbon footprint for this material and also enable the business to grow and generate additional jobs in the area.
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
