From application form:
This application is to amend EWC 17 09 04 (mixed C&D waste other than those mentioned in 17 09 01 to 17 09 03 (biodegradable green waste only) within the permit held. The reason for the amendment of this EWC code is that the EA have advised a large utilities companys that they are coding utility arisings incorrectly and that this is the most appropriate code.

The EA have commented that mixed loads of tarmac and soil & stones can no longer be coded as 17 05 04. These wastes are now to be coded as 17 09 04. The EA have stated that in the interim and to allow for permit changes to occur; that 2 separate EWC’s are to be used for this type of waste (17 05 04 and 17 03 02), both of which are already on the permit.

Ideally, we would like to avoid the dual coding of waste inputs and so would like to amend the above mentioned EWC code for this type of waste to remove the caveat of green waste only. 

Permit AB3092FR contains 3 waste tables:
S2.1 Permitted waste types and quantities for inert and non-hazardous waste household, commercial and industrial transfer station with treatment
S2.2 Table S2.2 Permitted waste types and quantities for open windrow composting
S2.3 Permitted waste types and quantities for street sweeping

The caveat of biodegradable green waste only is on the 17 09 04 in Table S2.2 (composting). The 17 09 04 code in Table S2.1 has no caveat, and therefore is already in the format requested by the customer.

This variation is therefore not needed and is returned. This has been discussed with the applicant (Gareth Danter-Hill) today over the phone and confirmed via email.
