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1. 
Purpose

1.1 To ensure a nuisance is not created and to fulfill the requirements of the environmental permitting regulations and permit.
2. 
Responsibility
2.1. It is the responsibility of the site engineer to ensure this procedure is implemented & followed.
3. 
Pest & Weed Control 
3.1
The site is to be inspected for pests and weeds as part of the normal inspection regime
3.2
Complaints or reports of problems from neighbours or visitors to be investigated.
3.3
Any evidence of pests to be dealt with by specialist licensed pest control provider.
3.4
Any treatment of vermin or insects shall be in accordance with requirements under the Control of Pesticides Regulations 1986 (COPR -Amended 1997)

3.5
Weeds and vegetation to be kept down to a minimum and to be preventing from spreading into neighbouring fields.
3.6
Any invasive weed species to be dealt with by specialist licensed vegetation control provider.

4. 
Reporting & Records 
4.1

Incidents of pests or weeds causing a problem to be noted in the site diary and incident log book.

4.2
Any incident or breach of this procedure must be reported immediately to the site manager.
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
