


Natural Resources Wales permitting decisions

Bespoke permit 

We have decided to grant the permit for 14 Court House Road operated by Mr Raymond Stephens.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]The application number is PAN-016072.
The permit number is EPR/CB3496FZ.
The permit regulates a bespoke existing discharge (before 1 April 2010) of treated domestic sewage effluent from a 3-bedroom domestic property housing 1 person at 14 Court House Road, Llanvair Discoed, Monmouthshire NP16 6LW. A maximum of 1.0m3/day to be discharged onto land from a Septic Tank that meets British Standards EN 12566.
The activity does not qualify for an exemption as the discharge point it located within a Source Protection Zone.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.
