	Extent of the site of the facility 

	The operator has provided a plan which we consider is satisfactory, showing the extent of the site of the facility.  A plan is included in the permit and the operator is required to carry on the permitted activities within the site boundary.

Site is currently without required infrastructure to operate compliantly. Local intelligence was provided to inform NRW that the site could not comply with the rule set due to a lack of required infrastructure. 

Following a schedule 5 consultation applicant confirmed that while infrastructure was not in place, they would not operate until it was. 

This was confirmed internally with NRW legal team.
