Bespoke permit 

We have decided to grant the permit for Broad Oak operated by Mr Andrew Strong.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The permit number is EPR/BB3091HD
The permit regulates a pre-existing discharge from the 1900s of primary treated sewage effluent: a maximum of 1.5 cubic metres per day treated by a septic tank and discharged to ground via an infiltration system. Effluent one of the toilets passes to the to the septic tank and the effluent from the other toilet, grey water from the kitchen, shower and washing machine passes to a cesspit. The system serves a 6 bedroom property.  It does not qualify for an exemption because it is within 50 metres of a well used for drinking water and the infiltration system is not British Standard compliant.

We consider in reaching that decision we have taken into account all relevant considerations and legal requirements and that the permit will ensure that the appropriate level of environmental protection is provided.

	Environmental Risk Assessment and operating techniques

	Environmental risk

	We have carried out a risk assessment on behalf of the operator.  

The operator considers this risk assessment is satisfactory. 

The assessment shows that, applying the conservative criteria in our guidance on Environmental Risk Assessment, all emissions may be categorised as environmentally insignificant. 

	

	Operating techniques
	We have reviewed the techniques used by the operator and compared these with the relevant guidance notes according to TGN EPR 7.01.

	Environmental Health, Powys County Council

	Brief summary of issues raised

	The infiltration is within 50 metres of a borehole used to supply the property with drinking water this means that there is potential for the drinking water to become contaminated by sewage effluent. 

	Summary of actions taken or show how this has been covered

	The Environmental Health department of Powys County Council were consulted but had no real concerns see telephone log saved to the DMS as “PAN-003301 Telephone Log.”  
The water had been tested by Environmental Health on 20th September 2018 which confirmed that the water complied with the bacteriological and chemical standards required by Regulations – see email saved to the DMS “PAN-003301 test results borehole water Broad Oak.” 
A further email was received on 6th November 2018 – Environmental Health have confirmed that the borehole has suitable water treatment installed – email saved to DMS as “PAN-003301 consultation response Environmental Health.”
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
