	Consultation responses: 

· Query on how waste will not be mixed in storage if there is only one storage tank if waste cannot be spread in one day. i.e. bad weather conditions. Applicant has clarified that one waste stream will be used on individual fields so waste stored will only be coming from the same waste source. The applicant also confirmed that there will be no combinations of waste stored in the nurse tank. The Environment team are happy with this response. 




	MyMap and location assessment: 

· A water issue runs through the outer edge of  fields 2046-5116 & 2064-5093. A 10 meter no spread zone is in place to prevent nutrients entering the issue. 

· There are two water issue sources near fields 2064-5093 & 2071-5072 50 meter no spread zone is in place around the source. 





	Protection of habitats and ecosystems

· 2x Purple moor grass and rush pastures border near fields 2021-5102 & 2098-5093 but are outside the field boundaries. 



	Agricultural benefit calculations:


Waste streams Dairy Partners & First Milk have a readily available nitrogen content of 41% & 35% respectively. There are no nearby nitrate vulnerable zones near the spreading fields and the methods of  application will mitigate surface runoff. The maximum application rate for each field will be split into multiple applications and will not exceed 50t/ha in any one application to a field. 


All the fields have a soil index value of 0 or 1 for phosphorus which is below optimum. Fields with a soil index value of 0 for phosphorus receive 125 kg/ha of phosphorous. Fields with a soil index value of 1 with receive an additional 94 kg/ha. From waste stream Volac Felinfach to raise the soil index value closer to optimum levels. The increase in levels comply with RB209 Section 3, pg10 for grass silage with 2 cuts. 

Because these fields are below optimum levels the available nutrients of phosphorus (60%) was used to calculate the amount of Phosphate added to the soil instead of the total phosphorus value. This follows Guidance stated in RB209 Section 2 page 12.



	Request for information: 


1. We cannot find the BACS reference referenced in the LPD1 form. A member of the banking team has found the payment on the banking records. I have requested the payment to show on MyNRW. (see evidence on DMS). 

2. The NRM lab report for waste stream Volac Sensient is named Volac Felinfach in the submitted ABS and LPD1 form. Applicant has confirmed Volac Sensient refers to Volac Felinfach named in the LPD1 form & ABS. 

3. Confirm if waste was spread on the fields in this deployment within the last 12 months. Applicant has confirmed no waste has been spread over the past 12 months. 

4. Provide an explanation on how waste will not be mixed in storage if there is only one storage tank if waste cannot be spread in one day. i.e. bad weather conditions. Applicant has clarified that one waste stream will be used on individual fields so waste stored will only be coming from the same waste source. The applicant also confirmed that there will be no combinations of waste stored in the nurse tank.



	Other information to note: 

· EWC 02 05 02 has the potential to cause odour issues. This has been addressed/mitigated in the ABS. There waste will be spread with low trajectory trailing hose applicator (dribble bar) or shallow slot injector. The waste will also not be applied at a rate greater than 50 t/ha in a single application.

· All waste streams EWC 02 05 02 & 02 07 02 have a BOD value ranging from 16,760 to 1610 mg/L. Mitigation measures are in place to protect water courses such as applying waste no higher than 50t/ha in a single application, low trajectory application methods and adhering to no spread buffer zones.  

· EWC 02 07 02 has low pH of 4.35. Justification of spreading this waste is included in the ABS stating the waste pH is weakly buffered and unlikely to result in a change in soil pH. Fields that are receiving this waste stream are above the soil pH of 5.5 limit set out in TGN.8.01 page 83.
