C2 question 5a - Need a clearer site map on the location of both plants and the pipework as well as the sample point 
C6 question 8a – where are the monitoring points? Hannah wanted one for each PTP and a final effluent monitoring point. These need to be clearly marked on the site plan with NGRs provided. 
Flows and Loads – Document Ref 2 only accounts for 6 residential guests. The application states they have built 26 new hotel rooms plus the current 9 double rooms. The flows and loads should be based on the potential daily discharge volume when the facility as it maximum capacity. Hannah calculated the daily flows to be 45m3/day?
